The meeting had a quorum acc. Chapter 2 of the ECC Manual.

Point 3 Referee’s issues

The Ref reminded all Team Captains to make their players aware, that earrings and any jewellery are prohibited when playing. He also reminded to the obligation of shin guards. A change to the manual was proposed to distinguish the consequences of a red card. A player, having been sent off for violent conduct will be out of the present tournament and not allowed to play in next year’s tournament.


This proposal was seconded by London and put to vote by the EC.


The vote resulted in 35 in favour / 0 against.


A change according to the proposal will be made to the manual.

Team Zagreb raised the question, on which basis the decision to have 3 referees at a match was taken?


Answer: every team should get 3 referees at least once in the tournament. There is no chance to have 3 referees on every match. In case, you feel a bit unsure or uncomfortable about special pairings, speak to the referees in advance, they will always try to comply with your wishes, but of course cannot guarantee a third referee on request.

Point 7 Report on Finance

A Donation of EUR 1.500 was made to support the Tsunami help fund “Deutschland hilft”


The treasurer Cornelia Klee presented the financial report. There were no questions.

Point 9 Proceedings Antalya 2005

The OC stated that the water consumption at the pitches during first day exceeded 1000 litres within 2 hrs. At the second day the supply was arranged better and according to the needs.

6 Busses per scheduled beginning time were calculated to bring people to the pitches. Unfortunately people did not use busses as scheduled, causing some delay at the later busses.

No food was served at the pitches because time at the pitches was rather short for the teams. Only a few teams were unlucky with 3 games on one day. Unfortunately those teams, having had the last matches of the day, could not get anything to eat, because restaurants were closed already. The timing of the matches should have considered that.

The situation at the bars is very unsatisfactory (only 1 drink per person). Obviously the Management of the Hotel underestimated the ECC and the related consumption of drinks, especially alcoholics, and did supply enough bar staff.

Point 10 Participation Points and proposals

The EC presented its ideas regarding entry of tournament. Along with it, the EC remarked, that in a few years time all teams will be at almost same point level, so a draw to choose participants will be more and more likely. A thought should be made, if we should stick to the points.


The EC proposes to change the requirements to host a tournament from having participated at 3 tournaments shall be changed to 2 participations as a minimum.


The proposal was seconded by Düsseldorf and put to vote.


The vote resulted in 30 in favour / 6 against.

The OC of ECC 2007 gave a short presentation of what may be expected at Amsterdam regarding accommodation, transport and playing facilities.

Point 14 initiation of a sub committee “future for ECC”


The EC is proposing to bring up a sub committee to gather some thoughts and ideas about the future of the ECC. Since it gets more and more difficult to find hosts for this tournament, the EC sees a necessity to reinforce the basics of the ECC and change them in a manner to keep the ECC alive and attractive. Referring to the former sub committee “ECC 2000+” raised in 1998, 1 representative per region-as defined in the sub committee’s report- is required. Only 3 representatives (Zagreb, Dublin, Milan) could be found at the AEC. The proposal was put forward to the captains to bring up some people from the missing areas.

Point 15 Executive Committees issues


The EC proposes, to allow the use of artificial pitches, as long as they have been approved by the EC during their check visit. This motion was seconded by London, Dublin and Amsterdam and put to vote.

The vote resulted in 38 in favour / 1 against.

The EC requests to enlarge the EDB from 3 members to 5. The proposal was seconded by London and put to vote.

The vote resulted in 25 in favour / 0 against


The EC states, that ID-checks cannot be performed by the EC alone. The OC has to be involved, to carry out these checks in a serious manner. The procedure will be clarified in the manual.

The EC states that cheating like bring on non atc or play if you’re not allowed (red card, booked twice, change shirts) will not be tolerated and punished harshly. This will be reflected in the manual. Any cheating will lead to a ban from present tournament and next tournament. That means, the team will have to reapply to join the ECC community again. The proposal was seconded by Copenhagen and Tampere and put to vote.

The vote resulted in 28 in favour / 1 against


The EC reminds that it is a tradition for a host, to invite next years OC to the drawing. This tradition should not get lost, since it is a good possibility for both OC to exchange thoughts, ideas or problems. It will therefore be implemented in the manual.

The obligation to delegate a linesman from every team will be deleted.


The EC secretary apologizes for not having updated the EC website in due time.

The candidates to host ECC 2006 state, that they will not accept cash during the tournament as entry fee.

Point 16 A. o. b.

Team Zagreb complained, they were by mistake put into the “Eastern Europe”-Cup at the draw for ECC 2005. This will be taken into consideration for the draw of next ECCs.
