Entry into tournament

Since years now, the ECC is struggling to find a host for future ECCs.


The attitude regarding money transfer has positively changed, so the participation list 
becomes more and more important, leading to situations, where teams have to be 
drawn at random, because they have the same amount of participation points.


To improve the status of a team, having taken the responsibility and workload to host 
an ECC, the EC proposes to change the entry-criteria to an ECC tournament as 
follows:

1. To enter a tournament a team has to comply with the deadlines defined by the OC.

“If you want to play – you have to pay”

2. Provided Para 1 is fulfilled, the following teams shall have guaranteed access to the tournament:

challenge trophy

Since years now, three trophies are presented to the winner, leading to confusion, 
which trophy is a challenge cup and which is the one from the OC. To clear up this 
situation, reduce the number of trophies and to bring on another competitive thought, 
the rules of the FIFA world cup will be adapted as follows:


The challenge cup will go finally to a team having won the tournament 3 times in a 
row or having won the cup for the fifth time.


Fair play trophy

The procedure of finding the winner of the fair play trophy as described in the manual 
is not strictly followed and therefore should be changed to a more suitable manner. 
Since the fair play trophy has very much to do with respect and manners to the 
referees, we, the EC propose to change the procedure to find the winner of the fair 
play trophy as follows:


The winner of the fair play trophy shall be awarded by the referees. The trophy shall 
be presented by the referees.


Golden boot award

Since the beginning of the ECC history the tournament is , compared to other major 
football tournaments, missing an award for the top scorer of the tournament. We the 
EC, would like to present a “golden boot trophy” for the best scorer of the tournament. 
All goals marked for one team during the tournament shall be counted, except goals 
marked in a penalty shoot out. The name of the scorer shall be taken by the referees.
