Review Madeira
Allan read the report on Madeira. The problem with the final party was explained.
Team Milan, Team Bucharest and Team Budapest were all reprimanded for failing to pay money to the OC on time.
Team Bucharest was renamed Team Romania.

At this stage Cristian Corovu wished to make his defence against the accusations made.

He said that he paid the money to the OC. He said that at first LV said all of his team would be free, then they changed it 20 free places then changed it to 10 free places. He says they gave him no receipts for the monies he paid.

Allan answered that he would not get into a discussion here but would email all the team captains with the information and let them decide if the correct course of action was taken.

Team New York made the point that Cristian deserves to be innocent until proven guilty.

Team Romania refutes Cristian claims. They said that he admitted to taking their money. The 20 free places were never offered to the team members.

Team Sofia makes the point that a company should not make money from the tournament.
Team Budapest said that there were conflicting emails about the cost the rooms which resulted in the late payment.
Review Castellon
Teams request the departure details to be posted at the pitches on Thursday.
Transfers for people staying extra nights was requested but denied by the OC. (As was clearly stated on the website)

Team Zagreb questioned the restriction of 26 players placed on teams. Some teams have more. This was answered by the OC. They say that this was a restriction based on every team having this number. Any team who requested more places, got them, due to some teams having fewer players.

Team Padua also questioned this restriction. They say their emails regarding this were not answered.

Team Corfu asked about transfers from Barcelona. Again OC referred to website, transfers were not provided from Barcelona.

Team Vilnius asked about transfers on the Sunday. OC gave the same answer as above.
